


mine, the business has become a valuable asset to the town’s 417 residents, said Victor Mayor
Serena Bielz. 

“Expanding its life will ensure continued city revenue in the future,” she said. Through water sales,
the mine funds 38 percent, or about $600,000, of the city’s annual revenue, Bielz said. 

Teller County Commissioner Bob Campbell said the mining company also pays into the state
severance tax for energy and mineral production, which last year netted Victor about $8,500, along
with business personal property taxes based on equipment, and many of the mine employees spend
payroll dollars in the county. 

“They’re a great economic driver in this community and an excellent corporate citizen,” he said.
